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1.1 What is recognition of prior learning?

1.1.1 Recognition of prior learning (RPL) is the process whereby students are exempted
from part of their chosen programme of academic study by recognition of
comparable learning and attainment.

1.1.2 Students are not permitted to use credit twice, which is known as double counting.
This means that credit cannot be transferred where it has previously been used for
another award. Where a student has prior learning through a previous award, and
therefore cannot be awarded credit, they may still be permitted exemption to those
modules but must select alternative recommended modules to the credit value of the
exempted module(s) as a replacement.
